Public Forum:  Core & Main representatives came to give us water meter system presentation.  They market Sensus product for water meters.  Sensus is global leader in water, gas and electric meter mfg.  More than 100 years of meter sales and service.  50% of the systems out are Sensus Systems.  
Washington, IL is where they are located locally and offer support.   iPerl is the most accurate meter on the market, which has no moving parts. It’s a smart meter with a 20 year new meter accuracy guarantee with leak detector capabilities.  90% accurate meter equals the same as customer paying 90% of their bill.  Sensus is 100% accurate.  
20 year warranty on sensus system.  The iPerl has the 20 year new meter accuracy.  If there is a replacement meter sent the 20 year warranty starts over once new one is received.  
$260.00 for meter and radio each.  Handheld cost is $4700.00.  One year annual required support for beginning for $2500.00.
Estimate for residential meters and pits are $53910 and $46701. 
Mike Burris met with Dan Dean and Kim Albers in Hartsburg to look at their well house.  It is a prefabricated structure on a slab.  It would be feasible for New Holland.  Mike talked with Caldwell Tank too regarding the current water tower.  They are concerned about putting new bowl on 50 year old legs.  They talked about their tank options which are 50,000 or 75,000 gallons.  Difference in price is 35,000 difference between the two.  New Holland is currently using 20,000 gallons of water a day.  Rural Development wants two days worth of storage.  50 or 75 would be more likely.  We can submit to rural development to go 75 and sere where we are at.  
If we are interested in a 75,000 gallon tank they can use the overflow and set up a 60,000 gallon capacity tank for the time being and then we could raise the overflow elevation to meet the needs if needed in the future.  The new tanks have a mixer to keep the water moving.  The water can become stagnant if not being used or flowing.   
Mike mentions lead and copper issue right now.  Mike asks what our lines are made of or if we are aware.  The ones Danny has dealt with over the years have been replaced.  There may be 4 or 5 but not more than 10 lines.  Mike will estimate 10%.  He will present a good report with the numbers with the raw water lines and new pipe and looping the mains.  It will also include an option for a nitrate removal system

Kim Albers also is asking for a pay increase.  Currently he is paid $19.00 per trip to New Holland plus $350.00 per month for monthly water inspection.   He asks to raise to $27.00 per trip. Scott Kuhlman makes a motion to approve and Steven Andersen seconds the motion.  Roll call taken and all present voted yes.
