Treasurer’s Report:  Current bills reviewed and discussed for the General Fund and Water Fund.  Motion to approve paying bills made by Joni McAllister and Steve Andersen seconds the motion.  Roll call taken and all present voted yes.
Old Business
Tree Trimming
Update:

Mayor Dean has not heard back from Backwoods Tree or  Bill Birkey with their bids for tree trimming and removal. 
Randy’s Tree Service did come look at the trees in town and can put us down for next month to begin the work.  They will most likely be here for a couple of days.  
The trees for sure that will need come down are at Jack Blaum’s house, Sherrill Blaums’, the corner of Roy Ellegood’s.  All these trees will be removed, hauled away and the stumps grinded down. 
All the trees hanging over the roadways  will be trimmed as well.  Also, the limbs at Karen & Ronnie Douglas’ rental house that are touching the house will be trimmed back as well as the one at the scout house. 
Water Project:  
The CMT bill will be paid now and then it can be incorporated in the loan from New Holland Bank.  Scott asks how we are marking these expenditures .  Laura will keep them separate and mark them as such.
Danny had talked to Ted LeBell.  He asked if we will be redoing the water tower as well with the project.  He is looking into the nitrate filtration system.  He has found one system that we will have a lagoon instead of hauling the waste water away.  We may need to look into moving the water treatment plant in the future.  Danny basically updated him on the project the tower, meters, well, etc.  The Board is in agreement for constructing a new tower.  
Ted is still working to get an initial plan on the project.
Sidewalks and
IDOT letter:
Andy talked with Tim Clark regarding our sidewalk repairs.  He plans to be here at the end of the month. 
Roy wants to pour a concrete approach from the street to his garage.  He wants to dig it out and slope it towards the south to the ditch.  Danny told him we wouldn't have any problem. 
Idot wants the Village to participate in the sidewalk repair projects that will bring all the sidewalks up to code at intersections crossing Route 10.  The existing sidewalks we have are not wide enough.  The cost will be split between the Village and the local agency.
The removing of the existing concrete will be paid for 100% by the State of Illinois. 
Danny Dean suggests we wait until they give us the total price on the job.  Steve wants to know if we are required to do the updates on the sidewalks.  The Board questions whose property the existing sidewalks are on??
Andy Evers questions if this will interfere with our new water lines going across Route 10.
He suggests just telling them we have a water project going on with repairs across Route 10 and we aren’t interested in doing these sidewalk updates at this time.
Wood Foundation:
Bill Thomas from the Logan County Economic Development had applied for the Woods’ Foundation Grant for the repairs and upkeep to the Village Library and Scout House.   Bill received a letter letter us know that they decline to provide funds for the repairs.   
Fence Repair: Settlement was received from the Illinois Rural Municipal League for the damage to the fence at the Community Center.  Sheridan Township and Village will each pay half of the $500.00 deductible.
Jake Detmers is asking for half of the bid amount to cover upfront costs of the supplies.  Mike Rodgers makes a motion to pay Jake and Steve Andersen seconds the motion.  Roll call taken all present voted yes.
