Public forum: 
Sherese Johnson- owner of Heart and Soul Cafe and Catering is here discussing her intent to lease 103 W Lincoln from the Village of New Holland. 
Stan Komperda with Sugar Creek Wind-  Sale of Community Center has been delayed several times.

Secretary’s Report:  Minutes have been read.  Motion to approve Jim Rehmann and Val Goin seconds. 
Treasurer’s Report:  Bills have been reviewed. Trustees have signed off. 
Motion to approve Joni McAllister and Dan Dean seconds. 
Old Business:
Sale of Community Center:  See public forum. Dan motions that the WindFarm can waive the village’s portion of the rent and they will just pay the utilities. 
Closing the of the Community Center sale is offically scheduled for 2/14/2022. 
Rehman motions to cut village’s portion of the rent in half $1750. 
However, trustees were not aware the utilities were to be paid by owners. 
Val suggest to waive the rent have have the windfarm pay the utilities and trustees agree
Roll call Dan Dean, Joni McAllister, Jim Rehmann, Steve Andersen, and Val Goin. 
Golf cart ordinance: Mayor Coers was not able to get a galf cart ordinace at this time from the attorney.  However he is drafting one up for other municipalities.  Will discuss at March meeting.  Rehmann will talk to Sheriff Lander’s.
Village Clerk vacancy:  Clerk Leonard is moving.  This will be her last meeting so there is a clerk vacancy. Village did purchase the laptop for her.  Mayor Coers is asking if the laptop needs to be returned or can it be gifted to her.  Trustees are in agreement that the laptop can be gifted to her. 
There is a person who is willing to take the clerk position, but will not be able to start until April. 
Cafe repairs:  Water lines that are crossed are in the Kitchen.  The plumber that was put all that in said it wasn’t on them.estimate is $1,000. Steve Andersen said that it would be on them and it is crossed with the spare men’s bathroom.  As long as that sink stays off it is fine for now, but will need to be fixed.  Steve Andersen feels the $1000 is way too much to fix the problem. 
New Business:
Discussion & Action on new tenant at Restaurant:  Please see Public Forum Heart and Soul Cafe. She is very interested in having a storefront in New Holland.  She plans to be open 4 times a day for now.  
Mayor Coers has spoken with referrence and they have all spoken very highly of her. 
Val suggests that utilities show be in the operator’s name. 
Mayor Coers also wonders if we should sign a year lease or make it shorter?
Val suggests starting at a 6 months lease and utilities in her name to see how she does.

Letter of Understanding from IDOT: IDOT will start getting the sidewalks along route 10 up to ADA requirements. Repairs are proposed to be started on March 11th 2022/ spring 2022.
Durning construction route 10 will be down to 1 lane.
