Old Business
Budget Approved: 2019/2020 Annual Appropriation approved for $467,210.00 and an appropriation bill be filed with Logan County Clerk.
Water project update:  RCAP is working on application to go in on the preliminary rural funding application.  Brock will meet with Lesley and Annie to finalize preliminary application 
EPA came and did yearly inspection. Would like for well 4 to be abandoned immediately. Kim Albers spoke with Ted LeBelle.  Not sure we want to abandon and seal at this time.  Well 4 will need to be sealed once water project is completed.  Made mention about dirt needs to be filled in around well head of well 4.  Need to get the pump placed back on well 4 as well.
If well 1 and 2 go down, then stuck with well 3 and due to iron levels this is not ideal. Dan Dean will call the EPA back and explain why well 4 should stay open until the water project is complete.  If EPA is adamant about closing well 4, then will discuss about digging a new well as we are unable to lose one at this time and .  EPA is also wanting for burn pile to be moved.  Possible to be moved to 1 acre lot.  WIll need township’s approval.  Also discuss moving burn pile to ball diamond.  
Sidewalks: Jason Bradburn Will be meeting with Coers to make a bid to fix sidewalks. 
Prairie Land builders.  Will have bids for next meeting for approval. 
New Business
Verify Votes:  Went over the votes for the election. Motion to approve Mike Rogers, Scott Kuhlman seconds.
Roll call taken and all voted yes
Oath to office :  Jessica Leonard, clerk 4 year term, Andrea Coers, village president 2 year term, Dan Dean, Steve Andersen, and Mike Rogers, trustees 4 year term, and Vaughn Whiteman, trustee 2 year term.
North New Holland Sign:  Sign is laying on the ground.  Discuss sign to be hung back up. Scott Kuhlman has offered to hang it back up.   Scott Kuhlman is asking to look into having new signs made. Dan suggested possible metal signs. Wil hold off on looking into new signs at this time. 
Memorial Day Flags:  Veteran Flags, 2 are done and 10 have been requested to be made.  Requesting to be placed on telephone polls on route 10. Can discuss if the fire house will let the flags be attached. 
Ask Ethan to clean up american flags and get back to see how many needs to be purchased.
Police car repairs:  Kirk Beatty spoke with Ryan Anderson, currently has a broken leg and does not think that he will be able to patrol until possibly fall.  Computer system in squad car will be outdated soon. Kirk Beatty will make board aware when outdated.  The spotlight is not working and this is a safety issue. Kirk thinks that he can get it fixed fairly cheap and may even be able to fix himself.  A/C is also out in car and that make patrolling uncomfortable.  Dan advised for Kirk to take to 4 corners to have it looked at.  Kirk is working on communication to see if he will be NH3 or NH2 and has not been able to get on the radio at this time. He has just been using his cell phone.  This is the reason for not making many stops at this time. 
Radar gun is also not working and another department has offered to let borrow one until fixed.
Still looking into uniforms and requesting a embroidered badges with Village of New Holland.  Kirk will look into prices. 
Animal Control: Time to renew the agreement with animal control for the annual fee of $1325.52.  However, there is a $200 fee charged if they are called for an animal problem. Board will not be renewing agreement for animal control. Motion to approve Mike Roger and Dan Dean seconds.  Roll call all present and votes yes. 
Mug-A-bug:  Dan Dean is requesting a new mosquito machine. The current is one of the originals and is not working as well, but does still work.  New machine price will be $7,255.  There will be a one year warranty and will need to go to Forsyth yearly for beginning of the year check.  Motion to approve purchase Vaughn Whiteman and is seconded by Scott Kulman.  Roll call taken and all present voted yes
